The Program committee for the CAPS-East 2010 Regional Convention is interested in reviewing your proposal for a presentation. This fall's conference will be held November 5-7 at Rhodes Grove Conference Center in Chambersburg, PA.

Presentations incorporating the convention theme Christian Approaches to Evidence-Based Treatment are especially encouraged.  In addition, we are seeking presentations that specifically address professional ethics.  Our Keynote Speakers will be Everett Worthington, PhD from Virginia Commonwealth University and Jamie Aten, PhD from Wheaton College.  Our desire is to bring together students, clinicians, pastors, professors, and researchers to explore the many ways in which psychology serves the church. PROCEDURE FOR SUBMITTING A PROGRAM PROPOSAL
· Consider the presentation you wish to propose using the Presentation Format options listed below.

· Enlist colleagues to present with you if the format requires more than one presenter. 

· Submissions are welcome from members and non-members of CAPS, including students, clinicians, pastors, professors, and researchers. 
· To SUBMIT INFORMATION go to www.CAPS.net and fill out the electronic submission form for CAPS East (www.caps.net/eastcfp). Make a copy of this proposal for your own records.
· Submitting a proposal confers agreement with the participation forms found on-line.
· **Incomplete proposals will not be considered for the program until ALL requested information is submitted.  Your proposal will be acknowledged within two weeks after receipt. If your proposal is accepted, you will be notified by email.  Please be aware that not all proposals may be accepted, because of the limited number of presentation slots available.
PRESENTATION FORMATS
Types of Presentations
· Workshop. Thorough presentations on a subject that has clinical or practical application to the work of those attending. Length of time is one hour.  
· Seminar. Thorough discussion of a topic by an individual or group of up to four persons having essentially the same perspective. Proposals must clearly define the subject to be discussed. Names and qualifications of the presenters must be listed. Length of time is one hour. 
· Forum. Thorough discussion of a topic by a panel of two to four persons having differing viewpoints, plus a neutral moderator. Proposals must clearly define the subject to be discussed. Names and qualifications of the presenters must be listed. Length of time is one hour. 
· Clinical Demonstration. Demonstration of a particular therapeutic style or technique providing an opportunity to experience its application through direct observation. Length of time is one hour.  

· Paper. Theoretical or research examination of a specific topic. Please speak from the paper rather than read it. Length of time is one half hour to one hour. Students may submit to this format. 
· Poster Session. For display of a paper or research to interested parties. Summary copies of entire work should be available for distribution. Students may submit to this format. 
Student Paper Competition
Frances McNeill Worthington Awards
CAPS-EAST annually recognizes graduate and undergraduate students for excellence and scholarship with three awards for student papers (Frances McNeill Worthington Awards) presented at its convention.  At least one of these awards will go to an undergraduate, if possible. The awards consist of (a) graduated cash awards for 1st, 2nd, and 3rd places, (b) a one-year membership to CAPS International for all three winners (with the membership going to the first author if a paper has a second co-author), and (c) an award certificate suitable for framing. In addition, the first place award for most Outstanding Paper includes a full refund of conference fees (for the first author, if the paper has a second co-author).  Please note the following guidelines:    
· Submitters shall be matriculated full-time students in either undergraduate or graduate programs at the time of writing the paper.  
· Papers should clearly state on the title page whether the student is submitting as an undergraduate or graduate student, and only one paper per student may be submitted. 
· The typical submission can be theoretical or empirical, and should be conceived and written by one student, or possibly with just one additional student co-author.

· Faculty mentors or sponsors may provide guidance and editing input, but guidance should fall short of the threshold of being a co-author.

· The full paper should be e-mailed as an attachment no later than the published deadline, and be in Microsoft Word format to assist with blind review by a panel of judges.

· In cases where co-authors win an award, the cash award winnings shall be divided, presumably between authors, and, if applicable, non-cash awards will be given to the first author.   Certificates are provided to all authors.   
You may request a copy of the assessment rubric and submit completed papers by Friday, October 8, 2010 to Dr. Daryl Stevenson (daryl.stevenson@houghton.edu). NOTE: If you want your student paper considered for a presentation (paper or poster session), you will also need to submit a formal proposal by September 10, 2010.
